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Accomplishments 2008-2011
· 20 new businesses have relocated to the West Side business corridor
· 7 business owners have received $30,685.77 in façade grants to improve their exterior building resulting in  $126,378 in private investment
· Barton Street Park was established using donated land and planted with $10,000 of plant material on 3 vacant hillside lots.

· Business workshops have been provided each year for owners on the West Side, including window design, marketing, and establishing a new business for entrepreneurs
· West Side Main Street successfully obtained 501 c 3 nonprofit status

· 2 successful pieces of public art were commissioned and installed, utilizing grants obtained from local foundations.  Over 400 local community members contributed to the tile project and all artists for the pier project were local and were compensated for their work.

· A master streetscape plan was completed and the first phase is underway using a $525,000 Transportation Enhancement grant
· A total of $805,660 in grant funding has been received by WSMS to implement revitalization projects on the West Side

· Partnership has been established with Charleston Urban Renewal Authority to provide $408,357 in matching funds for streetscape grants

· Partnership established with Bob Burdette Center after school program to establish a community garden to provide at risk youth with leadership and education in good nutrition.  $5000 grant obtained to fund project.

· New image and branding plan developed to market the West Side
· Market analysis completed

· Building inventory begun and still in progress to catalog all existing properties along the business corridor to market to new developers.

· New website designed and business directory of West Side businesses incorporated

· Business After Hours networking opportunity provided each quarter

· Three successful events to highlight the West Side held each year drawing between 1000-2000 participants from the community
